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EXTENDED APPLICATIONS:

SUBSTRATE PREPARATION:
The substrate must be sound, load-bearing, dry, free from 
cracks and free from materials (dirt, oil, grease) that would 
impair adhesion. Cement and calcium sulphate screeds 
must be abraded and vacuumed. Test the substrate in ac­
cordance with applicable standard or notices and report any 
deficiencies.
Any adhesion-reducing or unstable layers, e.g. release 
agents, loose adhesives, compounds, covering or paint 
residues, etc. must be removed, e.g. by brushing, abrading, 
grinding or shot-blasting. Thoroughly vacuum loose material 
and dust. Use a suitable primer from the UZIN Product 
Guide according to the type and condition of the substrate. 
Allow any primer that is applied to dry completely.
The datasheets for other used products have to be ob­
served.

Wood flooring installation:
Install the wood flooring with the same adhesive that has 
been used for installing UZIN Multimoll Top 4 on the sub­
strate .

1. Allow the boards to come to room temperature for at 
least 24 hours prior the installation.

2. Apply an event coat of adhesive onto the substrate us­
ing a suitable notched trowel. Do not apply more adhe­
sive than can be laid with good transfer onto the back of 
the boards within the working time.

3. Install the boards connected and avoid cross joints. Cut 
the board with a knife or a saw. Leave a gap of at 
least 5 mm to all rising building elements on mineral 
substrates, leave approx. 15 mm on wooden substrates.

4. Install the sheets quickly and press down over the whole 
surface area with glide roller or rubbing block.

5. Depending on the type of adhesive, the installed under­
lay is ready for wood flooring installations after 12 - 24 
hours.

1. Prime the boards with UZIN PE 630 or UZN PE 650.
2. Smooth the area with a suitable UZIN self levelling com­

pound and allow to dry completely.
3. Install the floor covering with a suitable UZIN adhesive.

A shelf life of 24 months when stored flat, in 
moderately cool and dry conditions. Frost-resistant 
down to -25 °C.

Best applied between 18 - 25 °C, substrate temperature 
above 15 °C and relative humidity below 75%. Low tem­
peratures and high air humidity lengthen the working 
and drying time. Whilst high temperatures and low air 
humidity shorten the working and drying time of the ad­
hesives used.

u

On underfloor heating systems, in accordance with DIN 
66 095, floor coverings should not exceed a thermal 
conductivity factor of 0.15 m2K/W. The thermal conduc­
tivity of the combined underlay/covering is the sum of 
their individual values. Combined with the floor covering, 
the value of 0.15 m2K/W will be exceeded and, there­
fore, the efficiency of the underfloor heating may be re­
duced.

u

Expansion, movement and perimeter joints in the sub­
strate must  be reflected through to the surface. Fit 
UZIN Foam Expansion Strips to any adjacent, vertical 
structures to prevent the ingress of the compound into 
the joints. For thicknesses over 5 mm foam expansion 
strips are necessary in general. On wooden substrates 
the foam expansion strip must be removed completely 
after installation.

u

The substructure of wooden floors must be dry to pre­
vent damage due to damp through rotting or mould for­
mation. Adequate ventilation or rear-ventilation must be 
provided especially when installing impermeable floor­
ing, e.g. by removing the existing expansion strip or by 
installing special skirting with vent openings.

u

Mastic asphalt screeds must be well-gritted with a suffi­
ciently wide and continous edge joint. Obtain technical 
advice with old mastic asphalt screeds.

u

Follow the generally acknowledged rules of the trade 
and technology for the installation of wood flooring in re­
spective of the applicable national standards (e.g. EN, 
DIN, OE, SIA, etc.)
